Have fun trying to identify the
footprints of different mammals such as the
Tepezcuinte Puma and the Coati and seeing the
vast variety of mammals and birds featured at this
site.

Your visit includes a stop at the volcano's
Hot Springs, naturally heated by this mammoth of
nature.
